Dear Film Company,
I’m very concerned about smoking in youth rated films.  Research has proven that smoking on-screen greatly influences young people to start smoking and as it is still the largest, single preventable cause of death in the UK it is an issue which needs to be addressed now.
I am aware that your motion picture studio has a poor record on smoking in youth-rated movies, but this is something you have the power to rectify for the present and future youth generations.

I am not asking that smoking is removed from all films you produce, as I understand exemptions including when the presentation of tobacco clearly and unambiguously reflects the dangers and consequences of tobacco use, and when necessary to represent the smoking of a real historical figure (for example, Winston Churchill).  I am just asking that when it does occur that that film is given an 18 rating and that you certify that there has been no pay-offs for using or displaying tobacco in them so therefore smoking will not appear in any future youth rated films released by your studio.

Now that the rest of us know how harmful these images are, I demand that you pledge to stop producing youth rated films containing smoking, in future and push the BBFC to rate smoking as an 18 across the UK.
